The disclosures of this report cover entities and operations consolidated in ACEN's financial statements. We report on group-level data,
including ACEN Australia as a new subsidiary under the ACEN Group beginning 2023. ESG data for South Luzon Thermal Energy
Corporation (SLTEC) were excluded in the reporting scope following the divestment of SLTEC in November 2022.

ACEN uses the GHG Protocol Corporate Standard in disclosing emissions data. Operational control is used in which the organization
accounts for 100% of operational emissions if the organization or one of its subsidiaries has the ability to introduce and implement
operating policies. For projects that ACEN does not have operational control in, emissions are categorized under Scope 3: Investments.
For other environmental disclosures on energy, water and waste, ACEN follows the approach of applying equity share in facilities where
it does not have operational control.
